UPUTE SURADNICIMA

DruStvena istraZivanja je ¢asopis za opca drustvena pitanja koji njeguje tematsku i
disciplinarnu otvorenost. U ¢asopisu se objavljuju originalni radovi iz razli¢itih dru-
Stvenih i humanistickih disciplina (sociologije, psihologije, politologije, psihijatrije,
povijesti, prava, ekonomije, demografije, lingvistike itd.), ali i radovi koji preskacu
granice pojedina¢nih disciplina. Casopis izlazi Cetiri puta godisnje.

Urednistvo prima iskljucivo neobjavljene rukopise na hrvatskom ili engleskom jeziku.
Rukopisi se Urednistvu dostavljaju samo u elektronickom obliku putem sustava za uredi-
vanje ¢asopisa (Open Journal System) na mreZznim stranicama casopisa: http:/www.
pilar.hr/drustvena-istrazivanja.

Autori prijavom rukopisa izrazavaju suglasnost za provjeru stupnja sli¢nosti teksta
rukopisa u odnosu na vec objavljene radove. Za otkrivanje stupnja preklapanja ili
sli¢nosti teksta s postoje¢om literaturom Urednistvo koristi Similarity Check program
(viSe o programu moze se saznati preko poveznice http://www.crossref.org/similarity
check.html).

Casopis autorima ne naplacuje troskove zaprimanja, recenziranja ili objavljivanja
radova. Casopis se financira sredstvima Ministarstva znanosti i obrazovanja Repu-
blike Hrvatske, pretplatom na tiskano izdanje i sredstvima Izdavaca.

Casopis podrzava otvoreni pristup $to znaci da je cijeli sadrzaj slobodno dostupan
bez naplacdivanja korisnicima ili njihovim institucijama. Korisnicima je dopusteno ¢i-
tanje, ucitavanje, fotokopiranje, distribuiranje, ispis, pretrazivanje, te dijeljenje po-
veznica punog teksta ¢lanaka ili njihovo koristenje na neki drugi zakonit nacin bez
izri¢itog traZzenja dopustenja autora ili Izdavaca.

Recenzijski postupak

Svi rukopisi koji produ prvu urednicku kontrolu podlijezu tzv. dvostrukoj slijepoj
recenziji (eng. double-blind review) kojom se ne otkriva identitet ni autora ni recen-
zenta. Stoga se autori pozivaju da iz teksta i popisa literature uklone sve informacije
koje mogu otkriti njihov identitet (ime i prezime, informacije o projektu), te da in-
formacije o identitetu uklone i iz karakteristika (properties) elektronickog dokumenta.

Nakon zaprimljenih recenzija autori uz novu verziju rukopisa Urednistvu trebaju do-
staviti i popratno pismo u kojem navode koje su prijedloge recenzenata uvazili i kako,
a koje ne (uz obrazlozenje i argumentaciju). Eventualnu zalbu na recenzijski postupak
ili odluku o rukopisu autori mogu pismeno uputiti glavnoj i odgovornoj urednici. U slu-
¢aju ponovne zalbe urednica odlucuje na temelju rasprave na sastanku Urednistva.

Urednistvo pridrzava pravo da rukopis redakcijski prilagodi propozicijama ¢aso-
pisa i standardima hrvatskog odnosno engleskog jezika.

Autorska prava

Autori zadrzavaju autorska prava za ¢lanke objavljene u casopisu, no svojim pristan-
kom na objavljivanje daju ¢asopisu pravo prvog objavljivanja u tiskanom te elektro-
nickom formatu. Radovi objavljeni u ¢asopisu licencirani su pod Creative Commons
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licencom BY-NC-ND $to znaci da se sadrzaj moze distribuirati uz navodenje autora
u nekomercijalne svrhe bez izmjena.

Upotreba psihologijskih mjernih instrumenata i ra¢unalnih programa treba biti su-
kladna vazed¢im propisima, te autori trebaju priloziti izjavu o upotrebi legalnih kopija ili
o posjedovanju pismene suglasnosti nositelja prava za njihovu uporabu.

Etika

Provedena istrazivanja trebaju biti sukladna vazecim etickim propisima i kodeksima
za provodenje istrazivanja, pri ¢emu opis postupka istrazivanja treba sadrzavati sve
informacije bitne za prosudbu eti¢nosti provedbe istrazivanja. Urednistvo od auto-
ra moze traziti i potvrdu da je istrazivanje odobrilo eti¢ko povjerenstvo nadlezne
institucije.

Sukladno uputama za autore Europske udruge znanstvenih urednika (EASE) 2016.
(http://ease.org.uk/publications/author-guidelines) Casopis preporuc¢a da popis au-
tora obuhvaca popis svih ljudi koji su znacajno pridonijeli planiranju studije, prikup-
ljanju podataka ili interpretaciji rezultata te su takoder pisali ili izmijenili rukopis i
odobrili njegovu zavrsnu verziju i prihvaca odgovornost za sve aspekte rada. Sva-
koj osobi koja zadovoljava prvi kriterij trebalo bi omoguciti sudjelovanje u pisanju
rukopisa i odobravanju krajnje verzije (ICMJE 2015).

Recenzenti su svaki primljeni rukopis duzni tretirati povjerljivo. Autori i recenzen-
ti duzni su razotkriti potencijalni sukob interesa vezan uz rukopis koji salju ili recen-
ziraju, odnosno, u slucaju sukoba interesa izuzeti se od recenzentskog postupka.
Jednako vrijedi i za urednike i ¢lanove Urednistva koji se izuzimaju iz urednickog
procesa ako su u sukobu interesa (suradnja ili drugi oblik povezanosti s autorima).
U slucaju sumnje na neeti¢no znanstveno postupanje (plagiranje, samoplagiranje,
manipuliranje podacima, promjena autorstva itd.) Urednistvo ce se ravnati smjer-
nicama medunarodne udruge "Committee on Publication Ethics" (COPE) ¢iji je sa-
drzaj moguce vidjeti ovdje: http:/public.mzos.hr/Default.aspx?art=7966&sec=2142

MOLIMO SURADNIKE DA POSTUJU SLJEDECE UPUTE

Radovi

1. Opseg rada (ukljucujuci biljeske, bibliografiju i mjesta za graficke priloge) ne bi
trebao prelaziti 7000 rijeci.

2. Tekst treba biti oblikovan dvostrukim proredom, sve stranice trebaju biti numerirane.

3. Na prvoj stranici rada treba pisati ime i prezime autora, naziv i adresa ustanove
u kojoj je autor/ica zaposlen, e-mail adresa i naslov rada ispisan velikim slovima
(Urednistvo ¢e ove podatke izbrisati prije slanja rukopisa na recenzije).

4. Casopis koristi APA stil (http:/www.apastyle.org/) za oblikovanje referenci u
tekstu i u popisu literature.

5. U popisu literature (bibliografiji), treba navesti pune podatke o svim radovima
koji se spominju u tekstu, ujedno u popisu literature trebaju biti samo oni izvori
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koji se spominju i u tekstu. Radovi se navode abecednim redom prema prezi-
menima autora i kronoloskim redom za radove istog autora. Ako se navodi vise
radova istog autora, koji imaju istu godinu izdanja, treba ih razlikovati slovima
(a, b, citd.) iza godine izdanja. U slucaju zajednickog rada vise autora, u popisu
literature ne koristi se oblik "i suradnici", nego se navode svi autori.

Ako se radi o ¢lancima ili bibliografskim jedinicama koje imaju DOI, u popisu
literature na kraju treba navesti i DOI broj za svaku od tih referenci. DOI broj
moze se provjeriti preko CrossRef servisa na adresi http://www.crossref.org/
SimpleTextQuery/. Za ostale mrezno dostupne radove potrebno je, nakon dostup-
nih osnovnih referenci (naslova, autora itd.), navesti mrezni izvor (http://....).

6. Radovima treba biti prilozen sazetak na hrvatskom i na engleskom jeziku. Sa-
zetak ne bi trebao prelaziti 180 rijeci, te treba upucivati na svrhu rada, upotrije-
bljenu metodologiju, najvaznije rezultate i zakljucak. Autori trebaju navesti do
pet kljucnih rijeci.

7. Graficki prilozi trebaju biti crno-bijeli i spremljeni u izvornom formatu. Njiho-
vu veli¢inu i sloZenost valja prilagoditi formatu ¢asopisa kako bi se jasno vidjeli
svi elementi.

Oblikovanje referenci u tekstu prema APA stilu

Izvore treba navoditi u tekstu, a ne u biljeSkama. Referenca se stavlja u zagrade i sa-
drzi prezime autora, godinu izdanja, te, ako je rijec o citatu, broj stranice; na primjer:
(Mumford, 1968) ili
Mumford (1968) ili
(Mumford, 1968, str. 99).

Ako rad ima dva autora, treba navesti oba, na primjer:
(Berger i Luckmann, 1992).

U slucaju zajednickog rada tri, Cetiri ili pet autora kod prvog citiranja potrebno je
navesti sva prezimena autora u zagradi. Kod ponovnog citiranja koristi se oblik "i
suradnici'™:

(Andlar, Anici¢, Perekovi¢, Rechner Dika i Hrdalo, 2011)

(Andlar i sur., 2011).

Ako rad ima Sest ili viSe autora ve¢ kod prvog citiranja koristi se oblik "i suradnici",
na primjer:

(Prelog i sur., 1979) ili

Prelog i sur. (1979).
Sve reference u tekstu navode se kao i prvi put, odnosno ne koriste se oblici poput
"ibid.", "op. cit." i slicno. Autorima se sugerira da biljeske rezerviraju iskljucivo za
komentiranje ili dopunu recenog u tekstu.

Prikazuju se domaca i strana izdanja koja nisu starija od dvije godine, ra¢unajuci do
dana primitka prikaza u Urednistvu. Opseg prikaza ne bi trebao prelaziti 2000 rijeci.
Na prvoj se stranici u prvom retku navodi ime i prezime autora prikazanog djela. U
drugom se retku navodi naslov djela (velikim slovima) i, ako postoji, podnaslov
malim slovima u trecem retku, a u Cetvrtom retku treba navesti sljedeée podatke:
naziv izdavaca, mjesto izdavanja, godinu izdavanja i broj stranica. Prikazi se tako-
der dostavljaju u elektronickom obliku putem sustava za uredivanje casopisa (Open
Journal System) postavljenog na mreZnim stranicama casopisa: http:/www.pilar.hz/
drustvena-istrazivanja, rubrika Prikazi.

Objavljuju se i prikazi pojedinih brojeva ¢asopisa. U njihovu naslovu treba biti jasno
naznaceno ime casopisa te broj godista i sveska, a autor se potpisuje na kraju.

Biljeske i informacije

U casopisu se objavljuju i biljeske i informacije o predavanjima, tribinama, znanstve-
nim skupovima i drugim zanimljivim i znacajnim dogadajima na hrvatskoj i medu-
narodnoj znanstvenoj sceni. Njihov opseg ne bi trebao prelaziti 1000 rijeci, a pot-
pisuju se na kraju.
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INSTRUCTIONS FOR CONTRIBUTORS

Drustvena istraZivanja is a journal for general social issues that fosters thematic and
disciplinary openness. It publishes works in different social and humanistic disci-
plines (sociology, psychology, political science, psychiatry, history, law, economics,
demography, linguistics, etc.), and also considers works that are interdisciplinary.
The journal is published four times a year.

The Editorial board only accepts manuscripts that are written in Croatian or En-
glish, which have not been previously published. Manuscripts should be submitted only
in electronic form online via the Open Journal System: http://www.pilarhr/drustvena-
istrazivanja.

The Editorial board uses the iThenticate software Similarity Check to detect instances
of overlapping and similar text in submitted manuscripts. By submitting your manu-
script to this journal, you accept that your manuscript may be screened for plagia-
rism against previously published works. To find out more about Similarity Check
visit http:/www.crossref.org/similaritycheck.html.

The authors are not charged by the journal for the cost of receiving, reviewing and
publishing papers. The journal is funded by the Ministry of Science and Education of the
Republic of Croatia, by subscription to the print edition and funds from the publisher.

The journal supports an Open Approach, which means that all of its contents are
freely available without charging users or their institutions. Users are allowed to
read, download, copy, distribute, print, search, or link to the full text of its articles or
use them in any other legal way without requesting explicit permission from the
author or publisher.

Review procedure

All the papers that pass the first editorial control are subject to the so-called double-
-blind review process which does not reveal the identity of the authors or reviewers.
Therefore, the authors are asked to remove from the text and list of references, as
well as from the properties of the electronic document, all the information that can
reveal their identity (name, project information).

After receiving the reviews, the authors, in addition to the new version of the man-
uscript, submit to the Editorial board a cover letter stating which reviewers' pro-
posals were accepted and in what way, and which were not (with explanation and
argumentation). Authors can write an appeal letter regarding the review process or
the decision on the manuscript to the Editor in chief. In case of repeated appeal, the
Editor decides on the basis of a discussion at a meeting of the Editorial board.

The Editorial board reserves the right to revise the manuscript to the journal's stan-
dards in terms of editing and language.

Copyright notice

Copyright for articles published in this journal is retained by the authors, with first
publication rights granted to the journal (this applies to both print and electronic
issue). Papers published in the journal are licensed under the Creative Commons
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license BY-NC-ND, which means that their content can be distributed with attribu-
tion for non-commercial purposes without modification.

The use of psychological measurement instruments and computer programs should be
in accordance with applicable regulations, and the authors should submit a statement on
the use of legitimate copies or possession of written permission for the rights to their use.

Ethics

Research should be in accordance with the applicable ethical rules and codes of con-
duct of research, wherein the description of the research procedure should contain
all information relevant to the evaluation of the ethics of conducting the research.
The Editorial board may request confirmation from the authors that the research
was approved by the ethics committee of the relevant institution.

In accordance with the instructions for authors of the European Association of
Science Editors (EASE) 2016 (http:/ease.org.uk/publications/author-guidelines), the
journal recommends that the list of authors include a list of all people who have sig-
nificantly contributed to the planning of the study, data collection and interpreta-
tion of the results and have also written or edited the manuscript and approved its
final version accepting responsibility for all aspects of the paper. Any person who
meets the first criterion should be allowed to participate in the writing of the man-
uscript and approval of its final version (ICMJE 2015).

Reviewers are required to treat each received manuscript as confidential. Authors
and reviewers are required to reveal potential conflicts of interest related to the arti-
cle which is sent or reviewed, or, in case of conflict of interest, to exclude themselves
from the review process. The same is true for editors and editorial board members,
who should be excluded from the editorial process if they are in conflict of interest
(cooperation or other links with the authors).

In case of suspicion of unethical scientific conduct (plagiarism, self-plagiarism, ma-
nipulation of data, changes in authorship etc.) the Editorial board will act in accor-
dance with the guidelines of the international association "Committee on Publication
Ethics" (COPE), the contents of which can be seen here: http:/public.mzos.hr/Default.
aspx?art=7966&sec= 2142 (http://publicationethics.org/resources/flowcharts).

CONTRIBUTORS ARE REQUESTED TO CONSIDER THE FOLLOWING

Articles

1. The length of articles (including references, notes, figures and tables) should
not exceed 7000 words.

2. Contributions should be double-spaced and all pages should be numbered.

3. The first page should contain the author's name and surname, the name and
address of the institution in which the author is employed, and the title of the
article written in capital letters (The Editorial board will delete this information
before sending the manuscript to be reviewed).
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4. The journal uses APA style (http:/www.apastyle.org/) to format references in
the text and bibliography.

5. In the reference list or bibliography, the author should provide full references
for all the works mentioned in the text; also, the reference list should contain
only those sources mentioned in the text. They should be listed alphabetically
according to the surname of the author, and chronologically if a particular
author has more than one work. If several works by the same author were pub-
lished in the same year, they should be differentiated by letters (a, b, ¢, etc.) fol-
lowing the year of publication. If a work was written by several authors, all
authors should be listed instead of using "et al." or "and collaborators".

When an article or bibliographic record has a DOI, use the DOI number in the
reference list (it is possible to look up the DOI number here: http://www.crossref.
org/SimpleTextQueryy/).

For works accessible through the internet, the main information (title, author
etc.) and the source (http://) should be provided.

6. A summary written in Croatian and English should also be included. The sum-
mary should not exceed 180 words and should indicate the aim of the work, the
methodology used, and the most important findings and conclusions. Authors
should specify up to five key words.

7. Graphical appendices need to be in black and white, saved in original format,
with their size and complexity adjusted to the format of the Journal so that all
elements are clear and visible.

Formatting references in the text according to APA style

The sources should be cited in the text, not in the footnotes. The reference should
be in brackets, containing the author's surname and year of publication e.g.:
(Mumford, 1962) or
Mumford (1962).

The page number should be included for quotations or references to books e.g.:
(Mumford, 1962, p. 99).

If the reference was written by two authors, both should be mentioned e.g.:
(Berger & Luckmann, 1992).

If the work has three, four or five authors, all the authors' surnames should be list-
ed in parentheses after the first citation. In repeated citations the form "et al." is used:
(Andlar, Anici¢, Perekovié¢, Rechner Dika, & Hrdalo, 2011)
(Andlar et al., 2011).

If the work was written by six or more authors, the form "et al." is used from the first
citation on, e.g.:

(Prelog et al., 1979) or

Prelog et al. (1979).

All references in the text should be given as they were given the first time, i.e., forms
such as "Ibid.", "Op. cit." and the like, are not used. Authors should use footnotes
exclusively for commenting on or expanding on what is referred to in the text.
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The reference list should be written in APA style as in the following examples

Book - one author:
Mumford, L. (1962). The city in history. New York: Harcourt, Brace & World, Inc.

Book - several authors:
Portes, A., & DeWind, J. (2008). Rethinking migration: New theoretical and empirical
perspectives. New York: Berghahn Books.

Work from an anthology:
Greenberg, M., & Hughes-Evans, D. (1980). Air pollution. In J. Aldrich (Ed.),
Atmosphere, weather and climate (Vol. 3, pp. 35-75). London: Methuen.

Article in a journal with a DOI number:

Reviews

Croatian and foreign publications that were published less than two years ago (count-
ing up to the day the review is received by the Journal) can be reviewed. The length
of a review should not exceed 2000 words. On the first page, the first line should
include the name and surname of the author of the reviewed work. The second line
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should include the title in capital letters and, if necessary, the subtitle in small letters
in the third line. The fourth line should include: the name of the publisher, the place
of publication, the year of publication and the number of pages. Reviews are also
provided in electronic format via the online journal editing system (Open Journal
System) posted on the journal's website: http://www.pilar.hr/drustvena-istrazivanja,
section Reviews.

A review should be signed at the end.

Reviews of journal issues are also published. Their titles should contain the follow-
ing information: the name of the journal, the volume and number. Reviews of jour-
nals should be signed at the end.

Notices and Information

The journal also includes notices and information about lectures, debates, scientific
conferences and other interesting and important events in Croatian and interna-
tional scientific circles. They should not exceed 1000 words and should be signed at
the end.
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
